All campers have an opportunity to swim at 
camp, but enrolling the camper in a swim lesson gives them a chance to improve their skills with 
an instructor.  Instructors are available for all levels from beginner, intermediate to advance 
swimmers.  The YMCA swim lessons will focus on Personal Safety, Personal Growth, Stroke De-
velopment, Rescue, Water Sports and Games.  If the camper participates in the swim lesson pro-
gram, they have a greater chance of moving up to the next swimming level during camp swim 
time.  Help give your child a chance to grow personally and build self-confidence in and around 
water.
