1 The Explorer Program is designed for rising 8th graders to experience Camp Pioneer’s activities
and regular field trips along with an adventure aspect of exclusive off-site field trips just for the
Explorers.

f Our Counselor in Training (C.I1.T.) Program is designed to allow teenagers (rising 9th and 10th
Graders) opportunities to develop leadership skills and acquire the knowledge that will help
prepare them to become an effective counselor. C.I.T.s will work directly with the younger groups
in Camp Pioneer. All C.I.Ts must complete the application and interview process.

PAYMENT INFORMATION:

CANCELLATIONS AND
REFUNDS:

A program cancellation form must be turned into the
Camp Director at least 12 days prior to the session’s
start date . This is required to stop a bank draft and/or
grant a refund for the unused camp sessions.
Deposits will not be refunded or transferred to
existing camp balances. Camp sessions will not be
prorated. Program Cancellation Forms are available at
the YMCA Member Services Desk.

No refunds or adjustments are granted for non-
attendance, illness, vacation or the cancellation of
camp due to inclement weather. The YMCA reserves
the right to apply any credit due to outstanding
balances. Approved refunds are issued within 30 days
of cancellation.

RETURNED DRAFTS:

Ifyour draftis returned because of insufficient funds,
the draft will be automatically re-submitted and a
service charge will be added to your account. If you
have more than two returned drafts during the
summer, one of the following options may occur:

1. You will be required to meet with YMCA
Leadership Staff to discuss your payment
options/plan.

2. Your child will lose their spot in our

Summer Camp Program and will be required
to go through the previous step before they
can re-enroll.

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE:

The YMCA is committed to providing confidential
financial assistance to anyone interested in programs
or membership. Financial assistance is based on need
and available funds. Please let us know if you need
help by stopping by our Member Services Desk and
providing a copy of your 1040 Tax Form.

All Summer Camp payments must be set up on a Bank or Credit Card Draft. This will eliminate the

inconvenience of mailing in a check each month or stopping by the YMCA to pay the balance. The balance will be
drafted on the due date. If you decide to not set up a bank or credit card draft, your total amount for camp must be
paidin full by May 31st. A$20.00 non-refundable, non-transferable deposit per child, per session is required

when you register your child for Camp Pioneer.

CHARACTER DEVELOPMENT

Character development is an important aspect of our youth programs. Campers will explore
and develop their personal character through learning the importance of the Y’s core values.

Your child will learn about what it means to be caring, honest, respectful, responsible, and
faithful. We will also explore emotion management, personal development, empathy for
others and relationship building. These core values will be taught during our daily devotion
time.

SWIMMING

Our Summer Camp Program will swim in our pool every day. If your camper does not want to
swim that will have the option to play on our Splash Pad. All children will go through a swim
test to determine their swimming level. After completing the swim test, participants will
wear swim bands that will help lifeguards identify which area of the pool they are approved
to swim in. A swim band is an elastic necklace that will be worn by each camper to
distinguish his or her swimming ability. Swim tests are only given on Mondays. Safety comes
first when it comes to water and the well being of each camper. Non-swimmers

(ie, swimmers who do not sufficiently pass the swim test) will be required to wear a life
jacket. If a child’s swimming ability improves, they will be re-tested and given a new swim
band based on their new swimming skills. If your child refuses to take a swim test or knows
they cannot swim, they can opt to just wear a life jacket.

Campers will NOT swim on their specific field trip days!

1 Lifejacket

1 Yellow = Cannot swim past 5ft
! Green =No swim restriction



CAMP ACTIVITIES WE OFFER

Campers in rising kindergarten - 4th grade must stay with their assigned group and
transition through camp using their schedule. Campers in 5th grade - 8th grade are
allowed to choose the activities they participate in. Campers will get the opportunity to
choose their activities each Monday. Being able to choose activities is a privilege and
that privilege could be taken away if behavior becomes an issue. The week of Color Wars
is the only exception to this as Camp Pioneer competes all week as separate color teams
and all teams must stay together.

Note: Campers are never allowed to travel within camp or the YMCA unsupervised. Even
with our older campers deciding their activities, they are always supervised during
transitions.

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Campers in 5th grade and above are also able to earn “badges” based on the mastery of
certain activities. Each camper of age, will receive a YMCA lanyard with a “Camp Pioneer
Master Card” hanging on it. Campers must “master” each task within an activity and earn a
Program Lead's initials. Once all of the tasks are initialed they will earn their signature.
Once signed, they will earn a “master” badge for that activity. “Camp Pioneer Master Cards
may be brought back summer after summer to earn a badge. It is the camper’s
responsibility to keep up with their card. If lost, the camper must start the process of
earning initials over and work their way through the card. Please see the image above to
view a sample “Camper Pioneer Master Card.”

How do | know what group my child is in?

Groups are based on a 12:1 ratio and campers are separated by grade level and date of birth. Group
assignments will be sent out each week in the weekly parent email.

DROP OFF & PICK UP PROCEDURES
I LATE DROP OFF/EARLY PICK UP

Please arrive to camp by 8:30 a.m. and do not pick up
before 5:00 p.m. Camp Pioneer dedicates drop off
and pick up staff during those designated times. Late
drop off and early pick up will require parents/
guardians to be patient. Between the hours of 8:30
a.m. - 5:00 p.m., camp staff will be engaged in other
camp operations and obligations.

LATE PICK UP POLICY

Camp Pioneer ends each day at 6:00pm.

The YMCA allows a 5-minute grace period before
late fees begin to accrue.

The late fees are:

6:06-6:15 $15.00 per family
6:15-6:30 $30.00 per family
6:30-6:45 $45.00 per family
6:45-7:00 $60.00 per family

If we cannot get ahold of a parent or guardian by
6:30p.m. we will call the police for further assistance.
If your child is not picked up by 7:00p.m, the fees will
increase to $20.00 every 15 minutes. Please note
that After School may be discontinued if lateness
becomes excessive, and the 5 minute grace period
can be discontinued if it becomes your regular
pick-up time.

CUSTODY CONCERNS

Itis the YMCA's intent to meet the needs of children, especially when the parents may be
experiencing difficult situations such as a divorce, separation, or remarriage. However, the

YMCA cannot legally restrict the non-custodial parent from visiting the child, reviewing the
child’s records, or picking the child up with proper pick up identification card unless the YMCA
has been furnished with current legal documents. Copies of these court documents must be kept
in the child’s file.
